Sherwood Forest is nestled on 478 secluded acres, just 100 miles
south of St. Louis, in Lesterville, Missouri. Our facilities include
four villages of cabins, a dining hall, multi-purpose building,
health center, climbing tower, teams challenge course, campfire
circles, an outdoor performing arts stage, and barn which houses
programs in the creative arts and outdoor living skills.
